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Don’'t Forget! Pre-Hurricane Season Maintenance

All mgjor cutting of veg-
etation (i.e., tree removal)
should be completed long
before June 1st, the begin-
ning of the hurricane season.
The Solid Waste Authority
(SWA) strongly recommends
you do all major cutting/tree
remov al from December 1st
through April 30th. SWA
arranges for removal of de-
bris from routine yard main-
tenance (up to 6 cubic yards
per week) throughout the
year. Whether you are using
aprivate contractor or doing
major cutting yourself and
you exceed the 6 cubic yard
limit and want all debris re-
moved immediately, you can
ask your contractor to in-
clude the price of debris re-
moval aspart of their service,
contact SWA for acontracted
specia service rate or con-
tact any private hauler listed
in the Yellow Pages under
“Rubbish Removal” for their
removal price. Debris from
major cutting or treeremoval
will need to betransported to
the SWA landfill or any SWA
permitted facility; Thereisa
fee for disposal.

 Arrange to cut back all
treesand weak branchesthat
could contact buildings.

» Have your foliage
thinned so wind can flow
freely through the branches,
decreasing the chance that
trees/plantswill be uprooted.

* Place vegetation material
from routine maintenance

(upto 6 cubicyards- equiva-
lent to 3 standard sizerefrig-
erators) at the curb on your
regular scheduled collection
day and follow the 6/50
rule (each piece cannot ex-
ceed 50 Ibsin weight or 6 ft
in length.)

* Containerize small
pieces of vegetation such as
pine needles leaves, twigs,
etc., in bags or cans that
weigh less than 50 |bs when
full and place at the curb on
your scheduled day.

* Clean your yard of any
items that could pose a dan-
ger to you or your neighbors
in hurricane force winds

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Financial report —received a presentation from the Clerk and
Comptroller’s Office on the Palm Beach County comprehen-
sive annual financial report. At the conclusion of the report,
Clerk Sharon Bock thanked retiring County Administrator Bob
Weisman for his wisdom and guidance in helping to manage
the county’s finances.

Tourist development — approved on preliminary reading and

used for one or more of the authorized uses.

Criminal Justice Commission — adopted a resolution in sup-
port of Stepping Up, anational initiative to reduce the number
of people with mental illnesses housed in local jails. Statisti-
cally, county jails spend two to three times more on adults with
mental illness that require interventions compared to inmates
who do not have those treatment needs.
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
