The Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) provides meals and snacks to low-income school
aged children during the summer months (June-August). 

Palm Beach County Youth Services Department – Outreach and Community Programming
Division (OCP) acts as the sponsor, which entails administration and monitoring of the SFSP
funded by the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) and administered by the Florida
Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (FDACS). 

Sponsors enter into agreements with sites to receive vended cold meals daily or shelf-stable
meals weekly. Eligible sites within the community receive and serve meals in a safe and
supervised setting. Sites are located within five miles of a school with at least 50% free or
reduced lunch.

Curriculum was created by the School District of Palm Beach
County’s Teaching and Learning Division Office of African,
African American, Latino, Holocaust, and Gender Studies. It
provides free content that consists of culturally relevant
activities for participants in grades 6 – 8. Although the
curriculum is aimed at the secondary grades, it also provides
resources for primary grades K – 5. The goal of the program is
to engage and inspire students through movement, art,
music, and real-world experiences.
